Originally, Moshe was to have been a Kohen and not Aharon. But because he first refused
to be the one to lead the Jewish people out of Egypt he lost this privilege to his brother,
Aharon. Since this week’s Parsha is the beginning of the command for Aharon and sons to
do the priestly service, it is the first place in the Torah where Moshe’s punishment of losing
the priesthood is apparent. Therefore, the Torah included Moshe’s other punishment as
well, the punishment for saying “Erase me from your Book.”
